My Calendar is an A3 magnetic board designed for children and 
adults who have difficulty reading. Pictures and photos of events 
and activities can be added as required each month. 

My Calendar consists of:

>
2 x A3 (30cm x 42cm) magnetic base boards, allowing you to plan 
ahead for the following month.

>
Over 70 picture magnets for a broad range of events and activities.

>
Magnetised days of the week and months of the year, allowing you 
to update a month at a time.

>
A storage area, allowing you to keep all 
materials together.

The CD provides approximately 55 early childhood 
focused activity display templates for home and early 
childhood educational settings, which can be edited
and printed using Boardmaker™. CHAT-Now is for 
people working in the field of early speech pathology 
or other early childhood intervention service area, 
e.g., teacher.

They can be used in low-tech aids 
such as communication boards. COMPIC pictographs are based 
on international symbol conventions and represent a wide range 
of concepts, activities and objects. COMPIC Publishing Software 
is only available as a CD that installs directly on to your 
computer. It is compatible for use with

Boardmaker™ and other pictographic sets such as 
PCS (Picture Communication Symbols) and Softpics™.

The CD is sold with a manual.


IFCI (Inpatient Functional Communication 
Interview) Picture Based Resources Kit 

The IFCI is an assessment tool used by speech 
pathologists working in the acute hospital setting. 

This supplementary kit is a set of picture-based resources 
specifically designed to match the IFCI questions, to use with 
people with complex communication needs who require alternative 
and augmentative communication. It contains a full set of picture 
supports, magnetic boards and a manual to assist you.

The IFCI KIT CD is also available which 
allows you to develop your own picture-based IFCI resources.
